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G eorge Lloyd Verga entered this life on February 11, 1925 and tied things up

neatly by entering his new life in Heaven on his 95th birthday, February 11,
2020. This epitomized our dad’s life. He spoke few words, but always showed his true

character in his actions. Throughout his high school career he shone both

academically and in every sport he played. When he joined the Army, at age 19, his
